U A new Fire Station was built the same year only to burn to the
ground 2 years later
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was built of stone (where the Public Library now stands)
U This Fire Station burned to the ground in January of 1912

U The Town Fathers not to be discouraged immediately built
another Fire Station on Second Street in 1912,
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U Moved to its

U Fire Statio




Town of Jaffray Melick

Rabbit Lake Fire Station

U Established on the 6" of June 1962
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U Owner of garage was not always available with key so response

was oftentimes awkward

U Timbers from an unused barn on the C.J Residence property
relocated to present location on Rabbit Lake Road

U The Great Fire on the 4" of May 1972 destroyed the entire
Station and the Municipal Garage and its contents



Town of Jaffray Melick

East Highway

U Established by Adam Harlos and Raymond Tew in 1966
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U Raymond Tew threatened eviction and a new Fire Station was

built on Matheson Bay Road

U Soon this Station was too small and was replaced in
September of 1993 at its present East Highway Location



Post Amalgamation

On the Ftof January 2000 the former Towns of Kenora,
Keewatin and Jaffray Melick amalgamated to form the City of
Kenora

With the exception of Jaffray and Melick whose municipality
was served by 2 Fire Stations, Kenora and Keewatin each
maintained their own separate quarters
