Section 4 ςZones

ÅExisting RR-BSL zone is Section 4.19 Black Sturgeon Lake 
(Restricted Development Area) Zone to reflect OPA No. 2 and 
implements Section 5.3 of Final Draft Official Plan (March 31, 
2010). No change to Regulations.

ÅDraft Section 4.19 will be revised to include existing provisions 
for:

- Minimum side yard 3m

- Minimum floor area (principal building) 80 sq. m.

- Maximum site coverage 10%

- Maximum building height 7.5 m

Development Area in the Final Draft Official Plan 

March 31, 2010.

- Some areas are subject to a Community Improvement 
Plan and a concept plan and may be subject to a Zoning 
By-law Amendment.

- Until such time existing uses are permitted in the 
underlying zone.
